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Notes for applicants

The Bursary is available to applicants in the following categories:

· applicants who are studying at Trinity and who wish to travel during their long vacation
· applicants who have graduated from Trinity and who wish to travel in the year after leaving College; i.e. the travel must be completed before the start of Michaelmas term of the calendar year after the applicant finished being a student at Trinity. Such applications must be made no later than the end of the long vacation immediately following their time as a student 
The proposed travel programme should meet the following criteria:

· the period of travel should be no shorter than six weeks and no longer than one year

· the activities should include work of academic merit 

· the activities during the period of travel should be challenging and innovative

· the activities during the period of travel should include charitable or community work to serve local people 

· the activities should be of personal or academic benefit to the applicant and, to the extent possible, to Trinity College

The Bursary is available to support funding, subject to the following criteria

· the applicant must show that s/he has matched the grant through personal fund-raising endeavours

· the budget for the travel programme must show that the applicant is exercising care and economy in expenditure 

· the applicant must demonstrate that s/he will be unable to undertake the travel programme without the Trinity Society Bursary

· the applicant must show clearly that payment of the Trinity Society Bursary will enable him/her to complete the travel programme as described in the application 

· the travel programme must not be part of a group venture organised by any commercial enterprise
